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MANAGERS OPERATIONAL REPORT

Manager’s Operational Report— 2008

Last year | reported increased involvement with
the Community Planning Partnership (CPP), North
Ayrshire Council (NAC), the Community Health
Partnership (CHP) and the North Ayrshire Social
Economy Partnership (LSEP). This year there has
been a changing pattern to our engagement with the
Council and the Partnerships. In part, this shift
has possibly resulted from North Ayrshire Council
developing and transitioning to a Single Outcome
Agreement following the change of majority party in
the Scottish Government. A significant part of my
time is still spent on what is generically termed
“Community Engagement”. In practice, this has
continued to mean attendance at meetings with
various Statutory Agencies on the Mainland. Now
that NAC funding is no longer ring-fenced however,
there has been less CVS involvement in consultative
exercises with NAC concerning future plans .

My perception is that of a shift, from meetings asking
for views on what should happen, to presentations
on decisions that have been taken on what is
going to happen .The CPP focus still appears to be
predominantly on the former Regeneration areas
(mainly urban) within North Ayrshire. In part, this is
understandable, as these tend to be the areas where
the most inequalities exist within North Ayrshire.

Concurrent with this, the CPP has been reviewing
i's own structure, and the future composition of
agencies and groups who participate. The role of
a CVS at these various meetings is that of an
intermediary organisation - to act with the interests
of the wider community and voluntary sector in mind,
rather than to develop or further the aims and
ambitions of it's own organisation.

The proposed future structure of the North Ayrshire
CPP is currently out for consultation with partner
agencies, and whilst not yet set in tablets of stone,
propose a reduction of 1 CVS place. The 2 CVS in
North Ayrshire are not the only community and
voluntary organisations to be potentially affected,
as the new proposals mean that some mainland
organisations could lose their place at the table.

Whilst | consider the CPP proposals as potentially a

retrograde step to Community Engagement in the
Arran context, like everything in this world, there
are exceptions. In particular, 1 would like to place on
record my personal appreciation of the way that the
NAC Housing Team have consistently tried to
ensure an effective consultation process with the
Community and Voluntary Sector on Arran. Whilst
we may not always agree on what should be done, in
terms of process, there are lessons to be learned on

Community Engagement from the Arran consultations
that might benefit other parts of Scotland. (See
separate item later in the report).

The highest percentage of our work at the Lamlash
Office continues to be the provision of information
and office services, including secretarial support, to
the community and voluntary sector on Arran.

We continue to provide accommodation for the Arran
office of the North Ayrshire Citizens’ Advice
Service, and Arran Sound use the office on a
weekly basis.

The internet is now firmly established as the primary
source for identifying funding for the com munity
and voluntary sector. The North  Ayrshire
Community Planning Partnership Website contin-
ues to provide an on-line tool — “North Ayrshire 4
Funding” , as part of the North Ayrshire Council
Website. This software is of high quality, and many
groups continue to self-source funding requirements
of a less complex nature through it's use.

The North Ayrshire LSEP ~ was not active during
most of 2008, but a new contract has been
awarded to Cunninghame Housing Association to
provide Social Enterprise support for organisations
trading, or with the potential to trade, and having a
turnover in excess of £100,000 per annum. This
contract had been available to parts of North Ayrshire
mainland for the last 3 years, but has now been
extended by the CPP to include Arran and Cumbrae.

Consultations with Ayrshire and Arran CHP  resulted
in ACVS being given a place on the new CHP Forum,
shortly to be introduced. (See separate article).

In October | attended the Annual CVS Conference

at Cumbernauld. The major theme at the event
was the support thatt he 57 CVS throughout
Scotland might provide in return for the £8.4 million
injection of funding from the Big Lottery under the
heading of “Supporting Voluntary Action” (SVA), and
the business planning for the next round of Core
Funding from the Scottish Government.

ACVS, In conjunction with CVSna, continues
to enjoy excellent relations with our local
Volunteer Centre in Ardrossan. Regular meetings
are held to explore opportunities to collaborate
and exchange information, and jointly work on
initiatives.
